Foreword

A robust road network is a key element of inclusive growth and socio-economic
development. Road networks provide the crucial link between products and markets and ensure
access to employment, health, education and other services.

2. India has one of the largest road networks in the world of over 5.4 million km as of
Financial Year 2015. The country’s road network consists of national highways, state highways,
major and other district roads and village and rural roads. Over the years, there has been
consistent improvement in accessibility and mobility through the construction of new roads and
the upgradation of the existing roads.

3. In recent years, transportation by roads has scored over other modes of transport because
of easy accessibility, flexibility of operations, door-to-door service and reliability.

Given the importance of the road
network of a country, it is important to have disaggregated States/UT-wise data, on each of the
categories of roads, constructed by different agencies. The data would assist in policy, planning
and investment decisions.
